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February Formation Happenings 

The original St. Valentine was probably a third century martyr noted for his acts of love and 
kindness to other persecuted Christians. Like so many other religious celebrations it has be-
come co-opted by our culture to foster commercial activity, mostly in pursuit of romantic love. 
At St. Maryôs this year we will shift the focus to a sharing of goodwill and affection for our 
members in a couple of ways. On February 1 and 8 our youth will be selling Singing Valen-
tines . Parishioners can choose from a small but generationally diverse selection of songs to 
have friends or loved ones serenaded on the afternoon of February 14. These musical senti-
ments can be delivered by phone for $5 or in person in the Lompoc area for $10. The money 
will go towards the purchase of some new equipment for Daveôs Room. 

On Sunday February 8 in both the Sunday School and during the coffee hours we will have 
supplies available to make valentines for shut -ins.  WE need everyoneôs help with this to 
have enough. We will deliver them to CCC and the other places St. Maryôs makes pastoral 
calls to. Please bring me your old cards, calendars, and trims for recycling into cheerful val-
entines. 

As part of their fundraising efforts our youth will also be auctioning off their services on Feb. 
1 after both worship services. Each youth will have contracts with their skills and hours of 
availability listed. If a job requires a more complex skill set it will be negotiated with the help 
of the ñHoney Do Guildò. 

Shrove Tuesday marks the beginning of Lent. Places like New Orleans and Rio de Janeiro 
are famous for their rowdy and flamboyant festivities. In the early church Lent was a very 
somber time with very strict fasting, and self denial practices. Shrove Tuesday provided 
more than just a way of getting forbidden foods out of the house. It was a way to address our 
darker, wilder sides and empty ourselves of these desires either symbolically or through so-
cially sanctioned raucous behavior. 

Please join us on Tuesday February 24 for an intergenerational Pancake Supper.  Pan-
cakes will be served from 5:30 to 6:30 P.M. From 6:30 to 7:30 we will play two game shows 
styled after Jeopardy and Who Wants to Be a Million-
aire to test and increase your knowledge of Lenten 
customs and history. During supper there will be spe-
cial Lenten art activities for the children. We will end 
the evening with aò Farewell to Alleluiaò Service. 
Bring the whole family and your friends and 
neighbors for this fun and educational event. 

Fr. Michael and I are working on an Inquirers Class  
called Living a Sacramental Life  for Wednesday 
evenings in Lent. This will be important for those pre-
paring for Baptism at the Easter Vigil, those seeking 
Confirmation and all who wish to deepen their under-
standing of their faith.
